  They have to pay for 4 adults tickets and 2 child tickets, which cost  

       = (4 x $3.50) + (2 x $1.75) = $ 17.50 

 

  Amy’s grandpa is 66 years old. 

  If he comes with them, how much would they have to pay? 

  $ 17.50 + $ 2.00 = $ 19.50 

  

  

  

  Starting last week, Evelyn has been following a diet program. 

  She has lost 8% of her original weight and her weight is now 133.4 pounds. 

  What was her original weight?

  Vera drove from Catville to Duckshore at 50 miles per hour. 

  Laura drove from Duckshore to Catville at 80% of Vera’s speed. 

  The distance between Catville and Duckshore is 270 miles. 

  How far from Catville will Vera’s car pass Laura’s car?  

  Laura’s speed = 80% x 50 mph = 40 mph 

  In 1 hour both of them drove = 50 miles + 40 miles = 90 miles 

  They will meet after (270  90) hours = 3 hours. 

  At that time, the distance from Catville will be (3  x 50) miles = 150 miles 

   

  

  

  Uncle Ted bought 21.4 gallons of unleaded gasoline. 

  He paid the cashier $47 and received 99 cents change. 

  What is the price per gallon of unleaded gasoline? 

   ($47 – $0.99)  21.4 gallons =  $ 2.15/ gallon 

  

  

  

  The Sunset View building has 27 floors. 

  Even floors are 4.5 m high and odd floors are 5.75 m high. 

  How tall is the building?  

 (14  x 5.75 m) + (13 x  4.5 m) = 80.5 m + 58.5 m = 139 m

  By the year 2003, how many decades had airplanes been around?  

  Number of years from year 2003 through year 1903 is 100 years. 

  100 years = 10 decades

  How many degrees does the long hand of the clock move between 2:00 p.m. and 

  2:50 p.m.? 300 degrees 
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  I bought three dozen eggs for $6.00. 

  When I came home, I found that 6 of the eggs were broken. 

  If I want to sell them for a 20 % profit, 

  how much should I charge for each egg?  

  Number of saleable eggs =  3 x 12 eggs – 6 eggs (broken) = 30 eggs 

  Cost of 1 egg = $ 6.00    30 = $ 0.20 

  To make 20% profit, for each egg I should charge = $ 0.20 + (20%  x $ 0.20) = $ 0.24  

  

  

  Joachim’s house number is an even number using the numerals 2, 3, 6 and 7.

   The possible house numbers are:

  To take from one floor to the next floor, it take = 30 seconds  4 = 7.5 seconds. 

  To take from the first floor to the 50
th
 floor, it will take = 49 x 7.5 seconds =  367.5 seconds 

  

  

  

  How many degrees does the long hand of the clock move between 7:00 p.m. 

  and 7:25 p.m.? 150 degrees 
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  Uncle Jonah likes a green bicycle at the Cycle Shop. 

  The price tag for the bicycle is $ 450. 

  If he has to pay an 8% tax I addition to the sale price, 

  how much money does he need to purchase the bicycle?  

  $ 450 + (8% x $450) = $ 486

   Mr. & Mrs. Luigi’s son was baptized when he is 2 months 3 days old.

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  Mr. Moore looked into purchasing T-shirts priced at $8.75 each. 

  Because he purchased 2 dozen of them, he received a 15% discount. 

  How much did he pay for the T-shirts he purchased?  

  Number of t-shirt purchased =   2 x 12 x $ 8.75  =  $210 

  With Discount 15% = $ 210 x 0.15 = $ 31.50 

  He paid = $ 210 - $ 31.50 = $ 178.50 

  

  

  

  We have 8 square-tables that can fit 2 persons on each side. 

  For Andre’s birthday party, dad puts those tables next to each other 

  to form one long rectangular table. 

  How many people can this long table fit?

   Adriane finished his homework at: 5.15 p.m. + (30 minutes + 10 minutes) = 5.55 p.m. 

 

  What time did Bartholomew finish his homework? 

   20% faster than Adrianne = 40 minutes – (20% x  40 minutes) = 32 minutes 

   Bartholomew finished his homework at: 5.15 p.m. + 32 minutes = 5.47 p.m. 

   

 

  

  Yesterday, Taran bought 8 cans of noodle soup for $10.00. 

  Today, at the same price, he bought the same 4 cans of noodle soup and 

  5 cans of vegetable soup 

  How much does a can of vegetable soup cost? 

  One can of noodle soup cost $10.00  8 cans = $ 1.25 

 

  4 cans of noodle soup + 5 cans of vegetable soup = $10.00 

             (4 x $1.25)       + 5 cans of vegetable soup = $10.00  

               $5.00              + 5 cans of vegetable soup = $10.00  

 

  The cost of a can of vegetable soup = ($10.00 - $5.00)  5 = $1.00 

 

 

  

  Aunt Terry is pregnant with her second child. 

  She weighs 151.2 lbs which is 26% more than she did before she was pregnant. 

  What was aunt Terry's weight before she was pregnant?

x  151.2 lbs = 120 lbs 
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  An airline company just opened a new route from Michigan to Madison. 

  On route, the plane uses 918 gallons of gasoline. The gasoline costs $1.85 per gallon. 

  Other miscellaneous costs add up to $2052.10. 

  The plane carries 64 passengers on each trip. 

  If the airline wants to maintain a 25% profit margin, how much would they 

  need to charge for a one-way ticket from Michigan to Madison?  

  Total cost = (918 x $1.85) + $2052.10 = $3750.40 

  With 25% profit margin, one-way ticket from Michigan to Madison should cost  

         = ($3750.40 + (25% x $3750.4))  64  

         = $ 73.25
